PURPOSE: To protect and preserve the peace, heaftty and welfare of the
inhabitants of the City of Marquette and the uséthe City of Marquette
Marina Facilities and Boat Launching Facilities.

SECTION 1. SEASON SCHEDULE

101 The Presque Isle and Cinder Pond Marinas will ddey 1 of each calendar year and close
on November 1. Vessels should be removed in alyirfashion upon the closure of the
facility.

SECTION 2. TRANSIENT BOATS

2.01 Transient mooring assignments will be made by tlzeihh Attendant on duty. Transient boats
will be limited to a seven (7) consecutive day niegiperiod during busy seasons. Transients
must be out of the Marina for 24 hours before a peviod may begin. The Marina Attendant
may use his/her discretion in applying the above iftovercrowding is not a problem.

2.02 Transient boat operators shall fill out requirefdimation requested by the Marina Attendant
on forms prescribed by the Director of Parks andr&agion.

Seasonal vessels leaving the Marina overnight sHoglthe trip with the Marina Attendant on
forms available in the Marina office. The slip st available to rent to transient boaters if a
seasonal vessel is out of the marina for more 24almours.

The City of Marquette reserves the right to boardrywessel in cases of emergency due to
sinking, fire, and other conditions that would eadamage to City property or environmental
damage. City Marina Staff will only board your velsafter attempts to reach you, thener,

by conventional means have been unsuccessful. Bingigime slip rental agreement you agree
to hold the City of Marquette harmless for inciddmtamage caused to your vessel in such an
emergency.

Personal property shall be stored in a dock baxnahe boat. In the interest of safety, no
unattended items may be stored on docks or finiges.p

All vessels must fit within the limits of their agaed slip. No part of the vessel (to include
anchor, bow pulpit, bow sprit, outboard motor, iiighgear, swim platform, tender, etc.) may
extend beyond the end of the finger pier or theirend of the main dock utility pylon. (See
Addendum)

Boats currently over size for their slips will béoaed to remain in their slips as long as their
length does not exceed six inches (6) beyond flaved in rule 3.04 and can continuedo
soas long they occupy their current slip. Boat$hatCinder Pond Marina in slip 32 on Pier 2
and slip 47 on Pier 3 shall be allowed to overhtlegouter end of the slip by not more than 18
inches. Both of these slips are at the inner enief respective piers and not subject to
general boating traffic. Vessels using the trartséps at the end of Pier 1 and the end of Pier
3 shall be allowed to overhang as directed by theiMd Management.

Slip holders are permitted to moor one “tenderh@gior jet ski) in their slip providing there is

adequate space for it. In situations of doubtMaeina Manager will decide if adequate space
exists. Slip holders shall provide a copy of term@gistration and proof of insurance. Tender
shall be registered and insured under slip holdetae prior to mooring tender.

Marina Slip Waiting Fee

Boaters on a waiting list for an initial slip orasfge in slip size will be charged a yearly fee of
$25.

A fee will be required for each different sized tirgg list the boater would like to be placed on.

The fee will be paid when a boater initially applfer a particular waiting list. Persons
currently on the waiting list at the time this fegut into effect will be required to pay this fee
as well and will remain on the list in their currg@osition.

Boaters will be sent information to pay their fefdse each season by the given date. If
information and payment is received on time, thesqas will remain on the list. If payment is
not received by said date, his/her name will beoed from the list completely and the boater
must reapply paperwork and a payment to get batkelist by the date of re-submission.
(See Attached Example)
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5. At the beginning of each season, after seasonai@atydue date, waiting list persons will be
called by a representative of the City in ordéfiltalip openings. Waiting list persons that
refuse a slip will be removed from the list and tmesubmit the paperwork and $25.
removedfrom the list for any reason, persons will be pthat the bottom of the list based upon
the date of the re-submission paperwork.

6. Waiting list persons who accept an available slipreceive a $25 deduction from the year’s
seasonal rate.

3.08 Seasonal Slip Assignment Proceduresand Palicies

1. The process of assigning slips normally begihemthe Parks and Recreation Department
mails the application packet to previous year Bbjders. (See Attached Example)

2. Recipients of the application packet desiringpply for a slip at any City marina must return
the packet material as stipulated to the ParkRaudeation Department with applicable
payment within the deadline period. There are reeptions.

3. The Director, Parks and Recreation naagign a slip to the applicant based on the appqlic
meeting the published guidance of the marina. Wrilesre are extenuating circumstances as
determined by the Director, the applicant may asslwenwill receive a slip and it will be the
same slip occupied the previous year.

4. The Marina Manager will act for the Director Raend Recreation when so designated.

5. Failure to return the packet material to thekPand Recreation Department within the
established deadline will result in the slip oceapby the previous year renter declared vacant
and open for reassignment.

6. If a slip occupant makes modifications to his math that it no longer fits within his slip as
defined by marina rules the boater must relocasmtappropriate slip either within a City
marina or elsewhere. Oversize boats cannot remaindersize slips.

a Typical modifications include:
i. adding a swim platform
ii. extending a bow pulpit with or without anchor
iii. adding a dingy stern mount
iv. fishing downriggers extending beyond the sterniatalthe fairway.
V. “kicker” outboard engines extending into the faiywa

7. Slip openings during the boating season. Irethent that a seasonal slip holder does not
intend to use their slip assignment for any portibthe boating season, or if the slip is
declared vacant for failure to use or pay the dgekae, slip holders within the marina
will be given first priority to shift into itThis is for within same slip size moves only.

a Presque Isle and Cinder Pond are treated as tvemagepnarinas and “free” movement
between them is prohibited under this procedursliddholder from one marina must
be on the waiting list for the other marina andiigen no special priority

b. Slip Holders wishing to relinquish their slip fany portion of the boating season
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must notify the marina manager in writing of thetention. Such notification
must include verification that the slip holder miag fee has been paid. There
will be a refund for the portion of fees paid frahe date of the requested
relinquishment through the end of the season ONIthie slip is subsequently
placed back under lease.

C. Refunds are limited to the Michigan Department afiMal Resources Waterways
Harbor Slip Management Policy # 9.1, Section \nDjch states: In the event a
boat owner wishes to cancel the lease prior tp Jwf any year, the boat owner
shall be entitled to a 50% refund of the fee pdigncellations after that date
shall not entitle the boat owner to any refund.

d. _ Slip holders are required to notify the marina ager in writingof their desire to «- -~ { Formatted: Bullts and Numbering |
change slips within size.
e The Marina Manger will prioritize the list by datéapplication and slip size.
f. Applicants for in-size relocation will be given #8urs to relocate their boat.
i Once contacted applicant must accept or rejectatilin immediately.
ii. Marina Manager will attempt to contact applicantdp to five business days.
g. Failure to locate the applicant within 5 businesgsdwill result in the marina manager
moving to the next applicant.
h. Once all applicants for relocation are exhausteglstip remaining is available for non-

marina boaters.

i. Switching slips within marina slip holders is alledvby mutual arrangement by slip
holders but must be approved by the Marina Manager.

8. Once a slip holder relocates to a new slip, eidugyer or within his size, the old slip is
declared vacant and the procedure listed in 7 ahppbes.

9. When a slip is declared vacant (for this purpokmtdrnal moves are finished), tiarina
Manager will:

a. Notify the first applicant on the waiting list bglephone.

b. The waiting list is ordered by date of applicatéord maintained by marina and slip size
requested.
C. It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure #pplication is complete and current,

especially concerning telephone contact informattemail addresses and second
contact person as applicable.

d. Should the contact information be inaccurate (umétlcontact the applicant) the
Marina Manager will move to the next applicant mder.

e The Marina Manager will spend no more than 24 hétlok time) in an effort to
contact the applicant.
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i Messages left on telephone answering machineoasidered contact.

ii. The clock starts from the time the message iokethe machine.

iii. If the applicant does not respond within five besim days, the Marina Manager
moves to the next contact.

iv. The Marina Manager will keep a written record dfatflempts to contact, refusal
or acceptance of slip, including date and timeaoftact, etc.

f. Once contacted by the Marina Manager the applicesst make an immediate decision
to either accept the offered slip or reject it

i “I'll get back to you” or “let me think about it"re not acceptable answers.

g. Applicants rejecting a slip or unable to be corgdatill be removed from the waiting
list. To be restored to the list will require comghg a new application and paying the
applicable list fee.

h. Applicants accepting the offered slip have fiveibass days to provide payment to the
Parks and Recreation Department.

i. In the event the waiting list is exhausted withauay applicant accepting a slip, the slip
remains vacant and the slip is available to ttst &ipplicant.

10. Copies of waiting lists for all marinas by slipeszwill be posted at all marinas consistent with
privacy protection procedures.

11. The Director, Parks and Recreation Departmethigiginal authority for this procedure and the
Marina Manager his delegated representative.

3.09 Vessel Ownership and Partnership Policy

1. Original Vessel Owner and Slip Renter:
a. Defined as person or persons identified on the hda8lip Rental Agreement as the
vessel's owner(s) prior to the slip assignmentliierfirst year mooring at one of the
Marquette Municipal Marinas.

b. The sale of any portion of the vessel other thaacaral share owner as defined below
shall be considered as the sale of the whole Wgiatce slips do not go with the boat;
the new owner(s) will have to find new dockage

C. In the event the original vessel owner is decedseithg the season, the slip may pass
to an immediate family member for the durationtaf turrent boating season. After
the current season is finished, the vessel ownst rracate the slip. Should the vessel
owner want to retain the slip, they must go throtighslip selection process.

d. Immediate family members are defined as spouséhandither, brother, sister, son or
daughter.

2. Proof of Vessel Ownership and verification:
The vessel owner must verify ownership by preserttie vessel’'s current registration
and / or Bill of Sale (if state registration is ryat available) and/or Title, current proof
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of insurance documents, International Documentatédidation. An ownership
verification request can occur at any time priodoring the slip rental season as
requested by Marina management personnel

3. Vessel Partnershipsfor dip use:

a. When establishing a new vessel partnership, tiggnatislip rentemust retain a
minimum of an equal sha# the vessel to retain the rental of the slipudty shared
ownership requires verification through a notariBdtiof Sale and/ or notarized legal
document identifying equal partners. Shared owmgngrification must include all
parties on a current registration, title and inegeedocuments as stated above with in 7

days of sale. Once equal partnership and owneishgrified, the original slip renter
has 7 days to update the annual slip rental agmeetménclude all partnership name(s)
and demographics.

b. Failure to verify equal ownershgnd/ or failure to update annual rental agreemeyt
result in original slip owner to vacate the slighim 15 days from the verification
request date and the seasonal rental may be &atfeit

C. When it is verified that the original owner of thessel has less than an equal interest in
the vesselthe vessel must vacate the slip within 4 dayswitidbe viewed and assessed
as a transient vessel.

d. If the original owner / renter becomes deceasatithe vessel reverts to a majority
ownership outside of the immediate famithe vessel must vacate the slip within 4
days and will be viewed and assessed as a travessel. Note: A daily transient rate
for a long term stay will be at the discretiontoé tHAC and marina management
personnel

4. Responsibility and Liability:
All owners and their guests are expected to follesvCity of Marquette's Marina rules as
well as all State and Federal laws and rules atgdfailure to abide by the Marine rules
and or State and Federal Laws may result in legelgzution of vessel owner and / or their
guest. Substantiated violations may require vemsgtlowners to vacate the slip and forfeit
balance of the annual slip rental fee.

SECTION 4. GENERAL POLICIESAND RULES

4.01 Any boat not marked or identified properly in actamce with registration and identification
requirements shall not be allowed in the MarinaaBmwners shall comply with federal and
state laws regarding the operation of watercréfteove the rules of the road and carry such
lights and other equipment as prescribed by statutegulation of the federal or state
government.

4.02 Boats using the Marina facilities must be seawoatty shall not constitutefiae
hazard. Any boat deemed a hazard by a competent authebréty be removed from the
Marina immediately.

4.03 Any watercraft entering a Marina facility shall inedtiately be under the jurisdiction of the
Marina Attendant. Boats shall be berthed in theiivafacilities only at such locations and
in such manner as directed by the MaAtandant.

Boats that are assigned slips must be properlyséauth suitably sized lines.

The City of Marquette shall not be responsibldasle for any loss or damage to any boat or
property within the Marina. Each boat owner shalhield responsible for damage which
he/she or his/her employees, agents or guests awsg ¢o any other boat or property in the
Marina or for any damage to any structure. Any lvdaith sinks in the Marina must be
immediately removed by the owner. If the owner dogtsmove the boat in a timely manner,
the City shall remove the boat at the expenseebtimner.

The City of Marquette reserves the right to boardryvessel in cases of emergency due to
sinking, fire, and other conditions that would eadamage to City property or environmental
damage. City Marina Staff will only board your vekafter attempts to reach you, the
owner, by conventional means have been unsucce&fgigning the slip rental agreement
you agree to hold the City of Marquette harmlessrfoidental damage caused to your vessel
in such an emergency.

There shall be no swimming or fishing of any kimdnfi boats, piers or shores within the
confines of the Marina. This includes the launamps. Fish cleaning within said areas is
prohibited other than at the designated fish clegstation.

No persons shall make any alteration or additiorthe structure of any boat slip without the
express permission of the Director of Parks andé@&ion or his/her designedlterations on
docks or piers with tacks, staples, screws or maédprohibited. Zip ties should be used

to affix marine manufactured dock fenders. Any dgenereated by such alterations or
additions shall be paid for by slip tenant. Exoceqpsiwill be made to allow a person with
special needs to use their slip safely with a retjupon written application with marina
manager. All such alterations must first be appddwethe Marina Manager. Television or
other communication hookups other than those segbly the marina must be installed on
the owner’s boat and not on piers or docks.

No carpeting shall be placed or affixed to fingiere or docks.

Maximum speed of all vessels under way in the Masimall be slow NO WAKE
SPEED.

No major repairs to boats shall take place in tleiiv except in the event of an emergency,
and in such event, permission shall be obtained ffee Marina Attendant to make such
repairs necessary or to remove the boat from thénlsla

Any painting or refinishing of boats while in theaMna shall be done at the risk of the
owner. At no time will spray painting of any nabepermitted. No blow torch,
welding, or cutting operations shall be conductethe Marina facilities without first
obtaining the express permission of the Marinarfdgnt.

No garbage, oil, sludge, refuse matter, sewageastenmaterials of any kind shall be thrown,
deposited or permitted to be thrown or depositéal fine water or on the piers, docks or shore
area of the Marina. Waste oil is to be removed fthenfacility by the boater and shall not be
left on the grounds.

Disorderly conduct of any person which might caingery to persons or property or which
creates a nuisance shall be cause for the immeagiateval of said person or persons from
the Marina. Repeated complaints may result in peemeremoval from the marina.

The owner of any boat, or his/her-authorized agsitg the Marina facilities, shall be
responsible for the conduct of any person usirgiting or occupying the boat as
his/her guest.

The consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibitethe Marina parking lot, Marina
office, on any of the main piers or Laundichity docksor parking lot. This is a City
ordinance.

The use of charcoal-burning equipment and/or fifeany kind on vessels, in slips adjacent
dock ways, including wood decked piers, are STRIZ pkohibited. Vessels that are
equipped with standard OEM (Original Equipment Mawture) galley stoves or approved
marine propane grills when affixed to a vesselpammnitted.

Supplies, materials or accessories may be stodgdrolockers approved by the Director of
Parks and Recreation or his/her designee. All dactes shall be a triangular box,
approximately 54.5” x 32.25” x 29.5” and commerlgighanufactured for marina
application. The dock boxes shall be mounted pecton of the Marina Manager or
Attendant. Dock boxes at Presque Isle Marina sieatectangular, white in color made of
appropriate marina materials. Any box not fittihgststandard will be removed by the
owner.

No smoking is permitted while refueling at any ltbea in the Marina and smoking is
strictly prohibited at all timeat the fuel dock locations.

Pets must be on a leash at all times within theMdaand the parking lot. This is a City
ordinance.

Masted vessels shall secure their halyards in aunlnner as to prevent halyards or
fittings from slapping against any spar. This ity ordinance.

No motor driven vehicles except to accommodateqmarsvith special needs shall be
operated within the Marina.

Boat owners shall use discretion in the operatfanators, generators and pumps to avoid
creating noise in the Marina.

Refueling from containers larger than six (6) gald@pacity is prohibited in the Marina and
the Boat Launching Facility.

There shall be no use of non-motorized vehiclesysrs, rollerblades, skateboards or
bicycles on the docks and finger piers.

Fees and charges for services including seasodatamnsient slip rental fees, launching fees,
pumping fees and fuel sale charges shall be eskedaliby resolution of the City Commission,
on the recommendation of the Harbor Advisory Corteeit

The City Manager shall approve all necessary pefragreements, receipts and applications
for use in the operation of the Marina.

Violations of any marina rules or policies may deguadditional fines, charges, or loss
of marina moorage.

Violations for any of the provisions of this ordim@e by any individual shall constitute
grounds for revocation of any permit granted tal sadividual by the Director of Parks and
Recreation pursuant to these rules and shall tatesgirounds for the removal of any boat
owned by said individual from the Marina.

In the event an individual’s permit for any uselué Marina is revoked as providedSection
7.01 above, all fees and charges paid by saidithdil shall be forfeited.

Any individual who has had any permit revoked urttierprovisions of Section 7.01 above,
shall be entitled to appeal the decision of the€tior of Parks and Recreation to the Harbor
Advisory Committee of the City of Marquette for pigthearing, at which time the permit
holder shall have an opportunity to be heard. Térengt holder must request such appeal in
writing, addressed to the Harbor Advisory Commit&@0 West Baraga Avenue, Marquette,
MI 49855, within seven (7) days after notificatiofthe action of the Director of Parks and
Recreation revoking the permit. Upon receipt dheety, written request for appeal, the
Harbor Advisory Committee shall set a time and @le the public hearing of sa#bpeal
andshall give-the permit holder a minimum of sevendays written notice of the date, time,
and place of said hearing by first class mail. Aftearing the evidence presented, the Harbor
Advisory Committee may affirm or reverse the actidhe Director of Parks and Recreation
or may impose conditions on the further use orassa of the permit.

Any person, firm or corporation violating any okthpplicable provisions of these rules shall
be guilty of a civil infraction. Each act of violah and each day in which any such violation
shall occur, shall constitute a separate infraction

SECTION 8. SEVERABILITY

It is the intent of the City Commission of the CitffMarquette in approving and adopting
these rules and regulations that all provisionssaations be liberally construed to protect
and preserve the peace, health, safety and weiféhe inhabitants of the City of Marquette

No person shall do anything which will cause théupion of the harbor nor, without
written permission from the Harbor Master, dumpthimg therein; provided, this shall
not prevent the flow into the harbor of sewage tlgfomunicipally owned sewers or
from water craft which have no other means of digho

Houseboats.

No person shall moor any floating craft used primdor residence purposes
anywhere within the harbor without the permissibthe Harbor Master and the
riparian owner.
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31.05. CargoInformation. Every person in charge of any vessel, shall, upgoest of the Harbor
Master, furnish information as to owner of vessal his address, kind and amount of cargo,
whom consigned to and where shipped from, how &g will be in port, and such other
information as may be desirable to keep a compésterd. of harbor activities.

31.06. Contraband Cargo.
No cargo shall be deposited upon any dock adjoithiacharbor, which cargo contains

anything forbidden entrance to the State of Michidjy state or federal law or which is
many way dangerous to the health, safety or wetfatiee public.

31.07. lnspection.
The police and health officials shall at all tinhese the right to enter upon any

watercraft entering the harbor to inspect saidt @aény person thereon for law
enforcement purposes.

31.08. Drifting.
No person shall allow or suffer any vessel, c@ffloat to lie in the harbor insecurely

fastened or to drift upon the waters of the harlddre Harbor Master shall notify the master,
owner or other person in charge of any such vessadt, or float to secure the same without
delay. If the Harbor Master shall be unable to finel master, owner or person in charge of
such vessel, craft or float, the Harbor Masterldiele the power to secure and fasten such
vessel, and all expense incurred shall be chargealbhe owner, lessee or person in
possession of such vessel.

31.09. ObstructingHarbor.
No vessel, craft or float shall be moored or anetian the harbor or laid up alongside any

dock or wharf in such a manner as to prevent tkegme of other vessels, craft or floats. The
Harbor Master shall have power to remove, or orderoved, any vessel, craft or float so
anchored, moored or laid up when it is necessadptso to facilitate the passage of other
vessels, crafts or floats.

31.10. Abandoned Craft.
No person shall abandon any vessel, craft or ftoad)low the same to sink in the harbor.
Every vessel, craft or float which shall be so alwared or allows to sink in the harbor is
hereby declared to be a public nuisance.

Except for bridge maintenance and operation .n@mvedft or other floating object shall be
anchored or fastened within one hundred fifty (1fe@} of any bridge.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND TITLE IV, CHAPTER 26, OF THEEODE OF THE CITY OF
MARQUETTE BY DELETING SECTION 26.12 AND.ADOPTING AEW.SECTION 26.12 (A) &
(B) TO PROHIBIT THE MAKING, CREATION OR MAINTENANCEDF SUCH EXCESSIVE,
UNNECESSARY, UNNATURAL, OR UNUSUALLY LOUD NOISES WICH ARE
PROLONGED ,UNUSUAL AND UNNATURAL IN THEIR TIME, PLACE, AND USE EFFECT
AND ARE A DETRIMENT TO PUBLIC HEALTH, COMFORT, CONENIENCE, SAFETY,
WELFARE; AND PROSPERITY OF THE RESIDENTS OF THE GTOF MARQUETTE.

THIS ORDINANCE IS DETERMINED TO BE IMMEDIATELY NECESSARY FOR THE
PRESERVATION OF THE PUBLIC PEACE, AND, THEREFORENAMERGENCY
ORDINANCE TO BE GIVEN IMMEDIATE EFFECT. THE CITY OMARQUETTE ORDAINS:

(B) Noises Prohibited-Unnecessary Noise Standard. The following acts, among others, are
declared to be loud, disturbing and unnecessasgsadn violation of this ordinance, but said
enumeration shall not be deemed to be exclusiveeha

The using, operating, or permitting to be playesgd) or
operated any radio receiving set, musical instrupmghonograph, or other machine or device
for the producing or reproducing of sound in suanner as to disturb the peace, quiet, and
comfort of the neighboring inhabitants or at amyetiwith louder volume than is necessary

Anchorage.
No watercraft shall anchor in the harbor excepaatordance with the rules and regulations

of the United States Government in respect thepetayided that, in case of necessity, the
Harbor Master shall have the authority to direetltication and length of time any
watercraft may anchor.

Excessive Noise.

No person shall operate in the *harbor any motardaanch or watercraft, the motive power
of which is an internal combustion engine using gasoline naphtha or other like energy
unless the same is equipped with a stock factof§lray underwater exhaust or ottmodern

or improved device capable of adequately mufflimg $ound of the exhaust or such

engine; and such muffler shall be kept and remlaisec!, and such exhaust or device shall be
kept in proper working order by any person or pessaperating or in charge of such motor
boat, launch or other water craft at all times whkech engine or engines are in operation.

Reckless Operation.
No person shall operate in the harbor any motort@atch or other watercraft, the motive.

Power of which is an internal combustion enginegsjas, gasoline, naphtha, or other like
energy in a reckless manner or at an excessivefagmeed so as to endanger the life or
property of any person in or on said waters, hadung regard to the presence of other boats,
bather, persons engaged in fishing, or objects onsuch waters and of any other conditions
then existing, and no person shall operate sucbmboiat on said waters at a rate of speed
greater thin will permit him to bring it to a stagthin the assured clear distance ahead.

Additional Rules.

The Health Officer may with the approval of they@tommission make other rules and
regulations respecting the use of public swimmioglg; beaches, and waters: No persons
shall fail to obey any such rule or regulation. ISudes and regulations shall become
effective 24 hours after posting at such beachds\aters.

No person shall throw, cast, deposit, damage plage or scatter in the water or upon any
bathing beach any lighted cigars or cigarettesngrglass. Bottles, nails, tacks, wire,
crockery, cans or other sharp or cutting substaorcany refuse matter of any kind.

No person shall bring, drive, lead, carry errpit any dog or other animal, whether
leashed, or unleashed, muzzled, or unmuzzled,tbetpremises of any designated

bathing beach.

No person shall conduct himself upon any bathiegch or in the water or in the air over or
adjacent to the public beaches or waters in sunhraner as to jeopardize the safety and
health of himself and/or others.

No person shall, except in case of emergency,maibel or drive any motor boat, sail boat,
launch, aero plane, hydroplane or motor propelessel of any description in the waters of
Lake Superior within two hundred yards of the shiaes of any designated bathing beach of
the City of Marquette.

Every person convicted of a violation of any pramisof this ordinance, or any rule or
regulation adopted or issued in pursuance thesbaf| be punished by a fine of nor more than
$100.00 and costs of prosecution, or by imprisortraénot more than ninety (90) days, or
both such fine and imprisonment; and each actaétion shall constitute a separate offense.
